There is a new Cancellation Policy in place for the Registration Fee only. Hotel cancellations will be per
the hotel policy:

Any cancellation before November 1, 2023 will receive a full refund less $25.
Cancellations between November 1, 2023 and January 1, 2024 will receive a 75% refund. 
Cancellations between January 2, 2024 and March 1, 2024 will receive a 50% refund. 
Cancellations between March 2, 2024 and March 15, 2024 will receive a 25% refund. 
There will be no refunds after March 15, 2024.
