President's Message

In 1961, President John F. Kennedy stood on the steps of the University of Michigan
and challenged America’s youth to “contribute in some way to the progress of the
world.” Within months, thousands answered that call—leaving the comforts of home to
build schools, dig wells, and teach children across distant lands. The Peace Corps was
born—not from government mandate, but from ordinary people united by extraordinary
purpose.

As the sun dipped behind a perfect autumn sky, more than 80 Roswell Rotarians
gathered for our annual Cornhole Tournament—a night filled with laughter, friendly
competition, and pure fellowship. The venue was perfect. The weather was flawless. The
spirit? Unbeatable. Members and friends mingled, cheered, and tossed bags under the
lights—each throw symbolizing more than a game. It was a gesture of hope, a reminder
that even simple moments of joy can ripple outward to change the world.
