Dave moderated a panel on Human
Trafficking at the UN for Rotary Day in 2015 with the US State
Department, Carter Center and International Justice mission.

Dave lead an effort in the US for Rotarians to lobby their US House
and Senate members to sponsor the End Modern Slavery Initiative
Act in 2016.

Dave in 2018 Moderated a Panel for US Attorney General Jeff
Session at the Department of Justice for business engagement

Dave received Rotary International’s “Service Above Self” award
for Devotion and exemplary efforts that embodies Rotary’s moto
Service Above Self.
